2. Description of the project
General objective of the project is to support the Ministry of Environmental Protection of the Republic of Serbia and the Serbian Agency for Environmental Protection in the implementation of Chapter V of Industrial Emissions Directive (IED) regarding pollution from operators utilizing Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC), in accordance with the implementation plan laid down within the process of access to the EU and negotiation Chapter 27.

Amendments to the existing Laws and by-Laws as well as new Regulation will, then, be prepared in strict coordination with MEP. The outputs will be presented to the main stakeholders and finalized in accordance with the received comments in order to provide MEP with the possibility to start immediately the official process for their approval, coherently with the adopted National Plan for Approximation.

· Finalization of the set of amendments to Serbian legal framework necessary to fill the identified gaps with Chapter V of IED;
· Finalization of the amended version of the Regulation on the activities using VOC.
