2. Description of the project

General objective of the project “Further Implementation of the IE Directive in Serbia” is to support the Serbian Competent Authorities and operators in the implementation of the IE Directive by carrying out a comprehensive analysis of the measures that operators have to implement in order to achieve full compliance with IED requirements. A special focus will be given to minimize the impact on environment of the Food production chain operators through specific consideration to measures related to energy and resources utilization. Additionally, the project will aim to foster technological improvement of operators in order to help them to comply their operation with best available techniques.

This will be achieved through 4 main components of the Project and different activities that will involve all relevant stakeholders:

· Support in the preparation of the Directive Specific Implementation Plan (DSIP) for IED and environmental legislation related to IED implementation
· Technical support – direct support to the competent authorities and operators from the food production chain in the process of issuing integrated permits by preparing manuals, applications and relevant plans and draft permits; creation of network and help desk for operators
· Promotion of technological improvement - to foster the cooperation between Companies and University in order to promote environmental programs as well as to adopt innovative EU standards and develop new market opportunities; preparation of technology transfer projects
· Awareness and capacity building – organization of visibility events and various working groups.
3. Description of the Component 1 - Preparation of the final Directive Specific Implementation Plan for IED 
The aim of the component is to carry out all the necessary analysis, at administrative and technological level, on the status of implementation of IED requirements in Serbian industrial operators in order to prepare the final version of the IE Directive Specific Implementation Plan. This document is necessary to Serbian Authorities for the negotiation of the accession to the EU and should identify the IED operators that would require a transitional period, after Serbia’s accession, to achieve full compliance with BAT requirements. 
The document has to include also a description of the impact on employment and social situation in the area where the installations are located in the case of reduced activity or closure of the installation, if the transitional period would not be granted.

For this purpose, the Expert will analyze the social and economic situation of the region around IED operators that have been identified to be included in the IED DSIP and assess the impact on employment and economic status of the population within different scenarios: diminished activity or complete closure of the installations. The analysis should include direct and indirect loss of job places as well as impact on gender employment.

In order to complete the task in the most effective way, the selected expert will work in close cooperation with financial experts; the necessary data and information will be collected by the expert through official sources and, if necessary, meetings with the operators.
4. Job description: 

· Analysis of the situation on employment, including gender based assessment and economic status of the Regions, where the installations (which will be included in the IED DSIP) operate
· Analysis of the impact on direct and indirect employment and economic situation of the population in case of diminished activity or complete closure of the IED installations which will be included in the IED DSIP
· Contribution to the preparation of the final version of the IED DSIP for the part related to social components and cooperation with financial experts and the project team.
