2. Description of the project

General objective of the project “Further Implementation of the IE Directive in Serbia” is to support the Serbian Competent Authorities and operators in the implementation of the IE Directive by carrying out a comprehensive analysis of the measures that operators have to implement in order to achieve full compliance with IED requirements. A special focus will be given to minimize the impact on environment of the Food production chain operators through specific consideration to measures related to energy and resources utilization. Additionally, the project will aim to foster technological improvement of operators in order to help them to comply their operation with best available techniques.

This will be achieved through 4 main components of the Project and different activities that will involve all relevant stakeholders:

a. Support in the preparation of the Directive Specific Implementation Plan (DSIP) for IED and environmental legislation related to IED implementation
b. Technical support – direct support to the competent authorities and operators from the food production chain in the process of issuing integrated permits by preparing manuals, applications and relevant plans and draft permits; creation of network and help desk for operators
c. Promotion of technological improvement - to foster the cooperation between Companies and University in order to promote environmental programs as well as to adopt innovative EU standards and develop new market opportunities; preparation of technology transfer projects
d. Awareness and capacity building – organization of visibility events and various working groups.

3. Description of the activity 2.2 – Preparation of a Guidance on by-products management 
Food processing operators are characterized by industrial processes which produce significant amounts of by-products that, according to the new EU regulation on waste, can be re-used or recycled with favourable effects on the environment and an important impact on the economy. Each sub-sector is producing different type of by-products that can be treated or re-utilized in different processes or industries. The activity will identify these by-products and characterize their quantities in order to describe, subsequently, the most appropriate or convenient re-utilization in accordance with EU regulations and best practices.
The main output of the activity will be a manual describing best practices and technologies, consolidated or emerging in EU, that Serbian operators could apply in their installations in order to achieve a correct and efficient, technically and economically, management of their by-products.
